As you know, the School
Gateway App is our communication system, which we use to regularly send out messages and
emails. It also enables parents to pay for food and trips, and allows thenetwisat food their child

has purchased from the kitchen. The SIMS Lite App is used primarily for parents to see what
information we hold on them and their children and complies with the new GDPR guidelines.
Although both Apps show behaviour, achievement atigndance, neither one incorporates all of

the facilitiesthat are needed. We regularly review the systems that we use, and as soon as one will
do all that is required, then we will reduce to one App.
